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Abstract. The paper examines the methodological foundations of information and legal support for
the training of personnel of the State Criminal-Executive Service of Ukraine. It analyzes legal,
organizational, and technological components as an integrated system and identifies key approaches
for improving professional training in accordance with national and international standards.
Keywords: information and legal support; methodology; professional training; penitentiary personnel;
educational standards.

The conducted analysis of the methodology for researching the information and
legal support of personnel training within the law enforcement agencies of Ukraine has
demonstrated that this issue possesses a multidimensional character, encompassing
philosophical-ontological, legal, pedagogical, psychological, and technological
dimensions. In this context, methodology is considered not merely as a set of research
tools, but as an integral system of cognition that shapes the paradigm of educational
process development in the sphere of activity of the State Criminal and Executive
Service of Ukraine. Its fundamental levels include: philosophical foundations, which
determine worldview and value orientations; general scientific methods, which ensure
the universality of analysis; specialised legal approaches, adapted to the specifics of
law enforcement activity; as well as practical methods of empirical research aimed at
obtaining objective data on the state of personnel training.
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It has been established that information and legal support is an integrative
phenomenon that combines normative-legal, organisational, and information-
technological components. It functions as both a regulatory and cognitive mechanism,
ensuring coherence between the educational process, legal requirements, and the needs
of modern society. According to the analysis of scientific sources, the concept of
information and legal support is not only a set of legislative and departmental norms,
but also a systemic model that defines the vectors of development of educational and
training activities and integrates national and international standards in the sphere of
personnel training. In this sense, it emerges as a category of interdisciplinary character,
combining legal norms, information resources, institutional mechanisms, and
educational technologies into a unified methodological space.

The analysis of the normative and legal framework regulating the process of
personnel training within the State Criminal and Executive Service of Ukraine has
confirmed that this system is multi-level and includes: constitutional norms, which
establish the fundamental principles of the functioning of law enforcement bodies and
the safeguarding of human rights; the laws of Ukraine, which define the organisational
foundations of the activities of security agencies and set requirements for personnel
policy; subordinate acts, which specify the procedures for training, certification, and
professional development; as well as departmental standards and methodological
recommendations adapted to the specific conditions of service. An additional level is
formed by international law, whose provisions are implemented into national
legislation and ensure the European integration of the system of professional education
for law enforcement officers.

Particular attention within the study has been devoted to methodological
approaches that determine the logic and structure of cognition. The systemic approach
made it possible to identify the basic elements of the concept of information and legal
support and to clarify the nature of their interrelations. The synergetic approach
emphasised the openness and dynamism of educational processes, their capacity for self-
organisation and adaptation under conditions of socio-legal transformations. The
axiological approach provided for the study of the value foundations of professional
training, orienting the learning process towards the formation of the individual as a
bearer of professional culture and legal consciousness. The acmeological approach
allowed professional training to be interpreted as a process of continuous personal
development aimed at achieving high results in professional activity. Finally, the
andragogical approach revealed the specific features of adult learning, highlighting the
necessity of taking into account their life experience, motivation, and professional needs.

The use of both classical and modern methods of scientific research (description,
conceptual analysis, evaluation, comparative legal analysis, empirical sociological
techniques, forecasting) has ensured the comprehensiveness and representativeness of
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the results. Within this methodological field, the training of personnel of the State
Criminal and Executive Service of Ukraine is considered as a process that integrates
academic education, practical training, simulation technologies, and international
standards. It is precisely through such an approach that the possibility arises to
harmonise the national system of personnel training with European requirements and
to adapt it to the challenges of the digital age.

The generalisation undertaken allows us to assert that the methodological
structure of the study of information and legal support for the training of personnel of
Ukraine’s law enforcement agencies is complex and multi-level. It provides a holistic
vision of the problem, enables the integration of legal, organisational, informational,
and educational mechanisms, and creates conditions for the development of
scientifically grounded proposals for improving the regulatory framework and the
practice of professional training. As a result, information and legal support emerges
not only as a legal category, but also as a phenomenon of social communication, which
ensures the development of the state’s human resources, the affirmation of the
principles of the rule of law, and the strengthening of national security.

Thus, a theoretical and methodological foundation is laid for further analysis and
the development of a conceptual model of information and legal support for the training
of personnel of the State Criminal and Executive Service of Ukraine. It outlines key
scientific guidelines, defines research instruments, and creates a conceptual basis for
subsequent stages of scientific inquiry aimed at enhancing the effectiveness and
innovativeness of the educational system in the sphere of law enforcement activity.
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Ctesias (the Local Patriot) of Cnidus
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Abstract. The goal of present paper is to examine how Ctesias of Cnidus, a physician and historian
at the Achaemenid court, subtly expressed pride in his Cnidian origins by contrasting his own medical
integrity and local identity with negative portrayals of rival groups, especially Coan physicians and
the neighboring Caunians. Although his Persica survives only in fragments, these depictions suggest
that Ctesias used narrative choices to elevate the prestige of his hometown and its medical tradition
while diminishing the reputation of competing communities.

Keywords: Ctesias of Cnidus, Achaemenid history, Persica.

Ctesias of Cnidus was a Greek physician and historian from the city of Cnidus in
Caria, then part of the Achaemenid Empire. He lived during the 5th and 4th centuries
BC and served as physician to the Achaemenid royal family under the reign of King
Artaxerxes I, whom he accompanied on the 401 BC campaign against Cyrus the
Younger. Ctesias took part in the Battle of Cunaxa, where he treated the king’s wounds.
His principal work was the Persica, a 23-book history of the Near East, which survives
only in fragmentary form.[1]

The aim of the present paper is to examine whether Ctesias expressed pride in his
Cnidian origins. At first glance, the question may seem trivial, as the answer could
simply be “yes,” much as in the case of his famous predecessor Herodotus, whose
opening line strongly signals pride in his native city: “This is the display of the inquiry
of Herodotus of Halicarnassus” (Her. 1.1, trans. A. D. Godley). However, because
Ctesias’ work has not survived in its entirety, we lack unequivocal evidence; we
possess no complete text authored by Ctesias himself, only paraphrases preserved by
later writers. Consequently, the investigation must rely on indirect hints and references
from the fragments.

Alongside Cnidus, Cos was the other major medical training centre of the Greek
world. Although significantly less is known about the Cnidian medical school,
scholarship suggests that it practiced a more archaic form of medicine, closer to
Egyptian healing traditions, whereas the Coan school adhered to newer “cynic”
teachings. Both schools traced their origins to the family of Asclepius and therefore
viewed one another as kin; they even shared a common koinon in Delphi.[2]

According to Galen’s commentary on Hippocrates (In Hipp. De victu acut. comm.
1.7) it seems that the main difference between the Cnidian and the Coan schools lay in
their approach to disease. The Coan school emphasized the general description and
classification of illnesses. In contrast, Cnidus showed interest in individual, unusual
diseases. The school of Cos paid great attention to the patient, keeping the patient’s
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psyche in view alongside physical symptoms. In Cnidus the treatment was disease-
centered, with the patient present chiefly as the bearer of a particular unusual ailment.
Their rivalry appears to have been professional rather than hostile. We do not know
how prominent a role Ctesias’ own family held within the Cnidian centre, but one
fragment records that his father and grandfather were physicians (F68), making him at
least the third generation of this medical dynasty. The family’s claim to descent from
Asclepius (T4) likely did not indicate an ancient lineage, but rather affirmed their
professional identity as physicians.

In F14.44 (Phot. Bibl. [72] 44), Ctesias recounts an episode involving a Coan
physician at the Achaemenid court: ,,After his (Megabyzus) death, his wife Amytis,
like her mother Amestris before her, was frequently intimate with men. When Amytis
was suffering from a slight illness and not a serious one, the physician Apollonides of
Cos, was called in to attend her. He fell in love with her, said that in order to recover
her health she should entertain relations with men, because the illness was caused by
the womb. But when his plan to have intercourse with her had worked out, the health
of the woman began to fail and he began to flee the encounters. As she was dying, she
implore her mother to requite Apollonides... She seized Apollonides and kept him in
chains for two months while she tortured him and then buried him alive on the same
day that Amytis died.” (translated by J. Stronk).

At first glance the story appears straightforward: the physician commits hybris in
pursuit of sexual gratification. However, a closer reading reveals a more complex
situation. Apollonides claims that Amytis’ illness originates in her womb. In Greek
medicine, regular sexual intercourse was believed to benefit women’s health by
allowing menstrual blood to exit the womb, by keeping the uterus moist (Hippocrates,
Genit. 4.3), and by preventing its painful closure (Hippocrates, Mul. 1.2). Soranus (Gyn.
[.31) likewise notes that intercourse relaxes the woman’s body and facilitates
menstruation, the irregularity of which was considered harmful (Hippocrates, Mul. 1.2;
Nat. Mul. 18; Epid. 1V.24). Conversely, intercourse applied under unsuitable
conditions could cause illness (Hippocrates, Int. 13; Aff. 11.51). Thus, in the context of
Hippocratic (Coan) medicine, Apollonides’ recommendation reflects standard
therapeutic practice rather than ulterior motives. His medical competence is also
attested earlier, when he cured Megabyzus’ battlefield wound (F14.34).

Ctesias, himself a trained physician, must have been aware of such medical
reasoning. Yet instead of presenting a medical explanation, he recasts the episode as a tale
of illicit desire. He reinforces this narrative by adding details: Amytis, after Megabyzus’
death, was “frequently intimate with men,” even though Apollonides’ therapy would only
make sense if she had been sexually inactive; otherwise, no such treatment would have
been required. Ctesias also emphasizes that Amytis suffered only a slight illness (BAnypd¢
kol ovk ioyvpdg), implying that intercourse was medically unjustified and thereby
portraying Apollonides as a violator of the Hippocratic oath. Amytis’ deterioration was
not caused by the therapy itself, but by the lack of effective medical care. Although one
might assume that Apollonides abandoned treatment out of satisfaction, it is equally
possible that he did so because the treatment failed. While such therapy was familiar to
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Greek physicians, it likely appeared shocking to the Persian court, especially when it
proved unsuccessful. Court gossip may therefore have reshaped the failed treatment into
a scandalous tale of seduction and deceit. Ctesias does not attempt to provide his Greek
audience with the medical background that might clarify the physician’s actions; instead,
his account paints the Coan doctor as immoral while implicitly highlighting the superior
professionalism of the Cnidian physician—Ctesias himself-whose competence is
repeatedly noted in the surviving fragments (T1, T3, T6a, T7a, T7d, T11d, T11ho, T15).
This suggests that Ctesias’ intent may not have been the defence of a fellow Greek, but
rather the promotion of his own medical school’s prestige.

A second case study concerns the region of Ctesias’ origin rather than his medical
expertise. The Persica contains no substantive reference to Cnidus itself, apart from
noting Ctesias’ return home after leaving the Achaemenid court (F30.75). Surprisingly,
however, Ctesias mentions Caunus—approximately 150 km from Cnidus and the nearest
major city—several times. In F14.45, Zopyrus, son of Megabyzus, arrives at Caunus with
an Athenian army to demand surrender. The Caunians agree to yield the city to Zopyrus,
but not to the Athenians. When Zopyrus enters the walls, a citizen named Alcides kills
him with a stone.[3] The text does not clarify whether Zopyrus approached as a
negotiator or as an attacker; the verb eioiévri suggests negotiation. If so, the Caunians
either lured him into a trap or intended genuine negotiation that Alcides’ action
undermined. The motive remains uncertain. The episode dates to ca. 440 BC, decades
before Ctesias’ floruit. Given Caunus’ proximity to Cnidus, Ctesias may have known
the story from local traditions even before his arrival at the Persian court.

In F20 (Plut. Art. X1.3-XI11.3), Ctesias describes the Battle of Cunaxa: “some
Caunians, lowly and poor and following the king’s army to do menial service,
happened to join the group around Cyrus like as friends... One of them, not knowing
who Cyrus was, ventured to strike him from behind with a spear and ruptured the vein
in his ham. As he fell down, Cyrus struck his wounded temple against a stone and
died.” (translated by J. Stronk).

Here too, Ctesias depicts the Caunians negatively. Alcides in F14.45 acts
treacherously; the Caunians at Cunaxa are impoverished camp followers rather than
soldiers, and their behaviour is portrayed as cowardly. They do not attack immediately
upon realizing they are among enemies; instead, one strikes Cyrus from behind,
selecting the weakest and already wounded man (F20 XI1.5). Moreover, Cyrus does not
die from the Caunian’s blow but from striking his already wounded temple on a stone,
reinforcing the portrayal of Caunian incompetence.

Both episodes reveal Ctesias’ consistently unfavourable view of the Caunians:
they are cowardly, treacherous, and capable only of striking from behind or against a
vulnerable opponent. Ctesias was clearly informed about events in the vicinity of his
homeland and incorporated these local elements into larger narratives. Yet his
portrayals of groups close to his own—whether the Coan physicians or the neighbouring
Caunians—are uniformly negative. The fragments thus display no trace of neutrality.
Rivalry between neighboring cities or countries is a common psychological and
cultural pattern. Close proximity creates frequent interaction, competition for
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resources, and overlapping identities, which can amplify even small differences.
Communities often define themselves in contrast to their neighbors, using stereotypes
or historical grievances to strengthen internal cohesion. Over time these attitudes can
become embedded in local customs and stereotypes (jokes, legends, or rituals)
reinforcing a sense of "us’ versus ’them’ even when the original causes of the rivalry
have faded. This dynamic may help explain Ctesias’ narrative choices: he elevates the
Cnidian school above the Coan and, as a citizen of Cnidus, expresses a markedly low
opinion of Caunian character.
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Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of settlements in the Kholodny Yar region of the Cherkasy
district in Ukraine. Particular attention is given to the research of the Scythian Right Bank
Archaeological Expedition.

Keywords: Pre-Scythian period, Scythian period, settlement, burial, hillfort.
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The historical region of Kholodny Yar, located in the middle reaches of the
Tiasmyn River basin in southern Dnipro Right-Bank Forest-Steppe, was one of the
most populous regions in Eastern Europe during the Early Iron Age. During the Pre-
Scythian period, several Chornolissya hillforts were established here. Later, the
Zhabotyn settlement emerged in the Tarasova Hora area. During Scythian times, the
Motronynske hillfort was of great importance. Burial mounds have been found near
the settlement sites. There are also burials without mounds in the settlements.

Research into the region's archaeological sites began at the end of the 19th century
[4, p. 6; 2, p. 53-59]. After World War |1, the Zhabotyn settlement was excavated. [19].
Significant excavations were carried out at the Motronynske hillfort in the late 20th
and early 21st centuries by expeditions led by S. S. Bessonova, S. A. Skory and Y.
Khokhorovsky [1; 5, p. 74-82; 3, p. 415-440]. At the same time, the settlement
structure of the surrounding area was studied. The monuments of the western and
southwestern periphery [3; 4] and the southeastern outskirts have been studied in detail
[20, p. 217-220]. The antiquities located within the "Kholodny Yar" National Nature
Park have also been studied [11, pp. 101-104].

In 2017, the Scythian Right Bank Expedition of the Institute of Archaeology of
the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, led by O. D. Mohylov, began research
in the region. The expedition collaborates with the "Chyhyryn" National Historical and
Cultural Reserve and the "Kholodny Yar" National Nature Park. The expedition has an
Archaeological School, which aims to train the younger generation of archaeologists
and provide them with theoretical and practical knowledge of archaeology [21; 20].

The defensive system and internal territory of the Motronynske hillfort were
studied [16, pp. 56-57; 17, p. 306; 18, pp. 241-242; 8, pp. 86—-87]. Burials were found
in the citadel. They consist of a child's burial in a pit and a skull placed in a utility pit
[18, p. 243]. Work was also carried out on the burial mound of the settlement [14, p. 75—
85; 13, p. 81-82; 17, p. 307]. Work was also carried out on the burial mounds near
Mykhailivka [9, p. 92-101; 12, p. 59-62] and Medvedivka.

The monuments in the vicinity of the Motronynske s hillfort were actively studied.
An important discovery was the Big fortification system, which in terms of area is one of
the largest defensive structures of the Early Iron Age in southern Eastern Europe [10]. The
hillfort and settlement of the Chornoliska culture of the 9th—1st half of the 8th century BC
were studied in Hrushkivka. The citadels Melnyky and Kiz-Gora were also surveyed.
Cultural layers from the Zhabotyn period were studied near Poselyanivka.

Many settlements date back to the Scythian period (7th—4th centuries BC). A
number of monuments are known in the Kholodny Yar forest. In particular, early
Scythian finds are known from the settlement of Gulbyshche-Zemlyanky [11, p. 103].
There are known settlements west of the village of Melnyky. A whole group of
settlements has been discovered near the village of Hrushkivka, where they are
distinguished by their massiveness and significant areas.
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A collection of local and imported Greek pottery has been obtained from the
monuments. Weapons, bridles, and jewelry have been found. The development of
military art, crafts, and trade has been recorded.

The system of settlements and burial sites in Kholodny Yar region and its
surroundings indicate that this region was one of the most populated in the Northern
Black Sea region during the Early Iron Age.
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Abstract. The theses analyze examples of unsuccessful operational planning during the wars of the
second half of the 20th and the beginning of the 21st centuries. The main mistakes associated with
underestimating the enemy, lack of intelligence and political interference are identified, as well as
the consequences for the course of hostilities. Conclusions are drawn regarding the importance of
taking into account historical experience to increase the effectiveness of modern military planning.
